Mysteries According to Humphrey. Birney, Betty G. After learning about Sherlock Holmes, Humphrey the classroom hamster follows clues to try and discover why Mrs. Brisbane is gone. Nominated for twenty-four state awards and the winner of seven, the Humphrey series is a hit across the country. (any book in this series).
How to Train Your Dragon: the Heroic Misadventures of Hiccup the Viking. Cowell, Cressida. In this silly chapter book, the Viking boy Hiccup Horrendous Haddock III, son of the chief, finds himself needing to find and train a dragon and becomes an unlikely hero in the process. (any book in this series)

Naples! #1 (Recipe for Adventure). De Laurentiis, Giada. This is such a great series! We have been reading them in 3rd grade and have greatly enjoyed the books. Recipes are included! When Zia Donatella comes to live with the Bertolizzi family, little do Alfie and his older sister Emilia know what's in store for them. Zia Dontella is determined to show the kids how a home-cooked meal is better than even the best take-out pizza or burrito. The adventures of three engaging toy best friends: Lumphy, the buffalo, Push the StingRay, and Plastic, well Plastic doesn’t know what he is. They all belong to the little girl who lives on the high bed with the fluffy pillows. A delightful book with rave reviews! (any book in the series)
Bowling Alley Bandit.  Keller, Laurie. Arnie the talking doughnut is delighted to be Mr. Bing's new pet "doughnut-dog, “so when Mr. Bing starts rolling gutter balls during a big bowling tournament, Arnie suspects foul play and sets out to solve the mystery. 
Meg Mackintosh and the Mystery in the Locked Library:  Solve-It-Yourself Mystery. Landon, Lucinda. Meg investigates the theft of a rare book from a locked library. Clues hidden in different places in the library challenge the reader to solve the mystery before Meg. (any book in this series).
Clementine and the Family Meeting. Pennypacker, Sara. A family meeting does not mean that Clementine is in trouble. Instead, it means good news and changes for her. (any book in this series)
Marvin Redpost: Super Fast, Out of Control. Sachar, Louis. Many have tried to master the slippery slopes of Suicide Hill on their bikes. Marvin's older brother has conquered the hill, but Marvin has steered clear. Until now (any book in this series)
Summer Reading Is Killing Me! Scieszka, Jon. When Fred leaves their school's summer reading list stuck inside the pages of their time travel vehicle, "The Book,” The three are stuck in literature, where the bad and evil characters are out to get all the good ones and take over the stories. Very funny! (any book in the series) 
The Mystery of the Hairy Tomatoes-Third-Grade Detectives. Stanley, George. Someone's been digging up Mrs. Ruston's tomatoes. She thinks it's Noelle's dog, Rover, and unless Noelle can find the real thief, Rover's in big trouble.  (any book in this series.).

Misty of Chincoteague. Henry, Marguerite. Nobody could capture the Phantom. She was the wildest mare on Assateague Island. They said she was like the wind, that the white "map" on her shoulders was her mark of freedom. Pony Penning Day holds a surprise for everyone, for Paul not only brings in the Phantom, but her newborn colt as well. 
Mrs. Frisbee and the Rats of Nimh. O'Brien, Robert. Mrs. Frisby, a mouse, meets the rats of NIMH, an extraordinary breed of highly intelligent creatures, who come up with a brilliant solution to her problem. And Mrs. Frisby helps them.

Ali Baba” is now in fourth grade and has preserved his zest for trying the unusual. He pursues the mysterious comings and goings of his upstairs neighbor to a simple and amusing conclusion. 
Stork's Landing. Lehman-Wilzig,Tami. After a migrating stork gets tangled in a net in the fish ponds at Maya’s kibbutz, Maya and her father build the bird a nest and nurse it back to health. A beautiful story of nature in Israel.
All-of-a-Kind Family. Taylor, Sydney. Meet the All-of-a-Kind Family: Ella, Henny, Sarah, Charlotte, and Gertie, who live with their parents in New York City at the turn of the century. The girls enjoy doing everything together, especially when it involves Jewish holidays and surprises. This is the first book written for the children about a Jewish family that was also popular with non-Jewish families.  A beloved classic that today’s children adorn. Great family read aloud!

Catching the Moon. Hubbard, Crystal. If there was anything in the world better than playing baseball, Marcenia Lyle didn't know what it was. As a young girl in the 1930s, she chased down fly balls and stole bases, and dreamed of one day playing professional ball.
Just for Kicks? (Sports Illustrated Kids Victory School Superstars), Kreie, Chris. It’s spring break, and Josh's friends are spending their free time on the soccer field. Josh isn't catching on to the sport, and he starts wondering, "Who wants to play just for kicks?" is it fun to play just for fun? (any book in the series)

Man Out at First. (Peach Street Mudders) Christopher, Matt. Theodore "Turtleneck" Jones loses his confidence after being hit in the chest by a fast-moving ball. 
Mighty Jackie: The Strike-Out Queen. Moss, Marissa. Jackie’s wicked, curve ball made baseball history
Libby of High Hopes. Primavera, Elise. When ten-year-old  Libby stumbles upon High Hopes Horse Farm and finds her dream horse, Princess, a prize-winning jumping horse that has been put out to pasture, Libby tries to convince her parents to give her riding lessons. 
Solo Girl. Pinkney, Andrea. As the new girl in town, Cass is desperate to join the neighborhood jump-rope club, and, with the help of her loving brothers, she practices and struggles to learn how to do double dutch just like the other girls in the group.

The Day-glo Brothers: The True Story of Bob and Joe Switzer’s Bright Ideas and Brand-New Colors.  Creations of Fluorescent Colors. Barton, Chris. Before 1935, fluorescent colors did not exist. Barton discusses how two brothers worked together to create the eye-popping hues. This unique book does an excellent job of describing an innovative process
You Want Women to Vote, Lizzie Stanton? Fitz, Jean. Who says women shouldn't speak in public? And why can't they vote? These are questions Elizabeth Cady Stanton grew up asking herself. Her father believed that girls didn't count as much as boys.
 Miss Moore Thought Otherwise: How Anne Carroll Moore Created Libraries for Children. Pinborough, Jan. Anne Carroll Moore was a strong-willed woman whose vision of library services for children shaped the standards and practices of the New York Public Library (and the world). She grew up reading and hearing stories in an era when children were not welcomed by public libraries. Polacco, Patricia. Relates the story of the special relationship between young Clara Barton, who would one day establish the Red Cross, and her older brother Davie, including Davie's encouragement of Clara's loving, healing nature and Clara's healing touch that saved Davie's life.                                                                                                          Marcel Marceau: Master of Mime.  Spielman, Gloria. A picture book biography of Marcel Marceau shows how Charlie Chaplin influenced his desire to become a silent actor, looks at how he used his talents during World War II to help the Jews, and discusses his development into the world's best-known mime. Jewish Becoming Babe Ruth. Tavares, Matt. When George Herman Ruth was seven years old, his father sent him away to a reformatory to keep him out of trouble. At the end of the school day, when all the schoolwork was done, he was taught to play baseball. Ruth began his career at age 16 when he signed a contract to play for the minor-league Baltimore Orioles. The watercolor, gouache, and pencil illustrations stand out with their action-packed scenes, dramatic angles, and the full-spread portrait of Ruth. An enjoyable story of the athlete's gratitude and thankfulness for learning his lifetime sport.

Jimmy the Joey: The True Story of an Amazing Koala Rescue. Rose, Deborah Lee. Fall in love with Jimmy, the koala joey, as you learn about the endangered Australian marsupial in this interesting, colorful photo essay. 
Our Solar System (revised). Simon, Seymour. In this completely updated edition, Seymour Simon takes young readers on a fascinating tour through space! With beautiful full-color photographs and spacecraft images, young readers will learn all about the beginning of the solar system, including the sun and the planets and their moons. This book includes a glossary and an index.
Walter Wick’s Optical Tricks. Wicks, Walter. Wick's book of optical illusions leaves readers of all ages wondering just how the I Spy photographer does it!
A Place for Butterflies. Stewart, Melissa. Each double-page spread in this fully illustrated book introduces a butterfly habitat, while a sidebar spotlights a particular species that lives there. In each case, human intervention helped the butterfly survive. Beautiful Informative Book!
