On ___________________, we submitted information to the NCUA's CUSO Registry on behalf of the above referenced credit union service organization ("CUSO").  This submission was required by a contractual obligation between the CUSO and its credit union investors.  At the time of the submission, the CUSO was unable to finish the process without agreeing to an acknowledgement that read as follows:  
"By clicking Submit, I hereby certify the information being submitted, pursuant to 12 U.S.C. 1756, 1757(5)(D), and (7)(I), 1766, 1781(b)(9), 1782, 1784, 1785, 1786 and 1789(11), and 12 C.F.R. parts 704 and 712, is complete and accurate to the best of my knowledge. If submitted information is inaccurate or incomplete, I understand I am required to submit corrected information upon notification or discovery of a need for correction. I understand materially false, fictitious, or fraudulent statements or representations are punishable under 18 U.S.C. 1001."

As of March 11, 2016, this acknowledgement was changed to reflect a more appropriate legal basis for the CUSO to acknowledge its submission.  The new modified acknowledgement language is as follows: 
"By clicking Submit, I understand the submission of this information is the result of a contractual obligation between my company and its credit union investors or lenders in connection with 12 U.S.C. 1757(5)(D), and (7)(I), and 12 C.F.R. parts 704 and/or 712,  I hereby certify the information being submitted, is complete and accurate to the best of my knowledge. If submitted information is inaccurate or incomplete, I understand that the contractual obligation to my company's credit union investor and lenders requires me to submit corrected information upon notification or discovery of a need for correction. I understand materially false, fictitious, or fraudulent statements or representations may be punishable by law."

Since the CUSO was not given the opportunity to submit information using the above modified acknowledgment, this letter shall serve as a revocation of the initial acknowledgement and an affirmation that the information that the CUSO initially submitted is submitted in accordance with the current modified acknowledgement.
