3. Review of completed application and separate resumé

4. Letter of reference from a Chamber Member businessperson

5. Evaluation of financial need

FINAL SELECTION PROCESS
After a review of all candidates has been completed, final candidates may be asked to meet with
a committee member for a brief interview.

PAYMENT
The Continuing Education Scholarship will be disbursed in one payment of $1,000 upon proof of
registration being furnished. Checks will be made payable to the student and the school he/she is
attending.
