Dear Parent or Guardian,

Your child is being asked to be a part of the Mercer Island Personalized Feedback Project, which entails completing an On-line Drug and Alcohol Use Self-Assessment Survey.  This is an important survey that will help promote better health among both students who do not use alcohol and drugs as well as those who do.  Please read this form for information about the survey.  If you do not want your child to take the survey and receive information about the risks of alcohol and marijuana use, please talk with your son or daughter and tell them you do not want them to participate in this project.

Twelfth graders are being asked to complete a confidential online survey, after which they will receive individualized, confidential feedback on their alcohol and marijuana use.  The survey tool provides each student information regarding the relative risks involved with their own use (or non-use) of alcohol and marijuana and recommends appropriate resources and alternatives as indicated. We ask that the students be permitted to participate in the Mercer Island Personalized Feedback Project by completing the online survey, reviewing their personalized feedback, and answering some questions about the feedback materials.  All survey responses and feedback are strictly confidential and are not available to the school district. Students who complete participation in the project will be entered into a drawing to win an iPad mini 3. Students can enter the drawing by returning a self-addressed postcard, which will be provided to them with their survey invitation, indicating they participated in the project. The drawing will be held July 15, 2015. This project is being done in partnership with prevention research scientists at the University of Washington, Mercer Island Youth and Family Services, and the Mercer Island Communities That Care Coalition.
Survey Subject Matter.  The survey collects information on behaviors and attitudes regarding alcohol and marijuana, and provides individualized feedback to the student based upon their answers.  
It is Voluntary.  Your child does not have to take the survey.  Students who participate choose to answer the questions they want to answer, and they may stop taking it at any time. 

It is Anonymous.  No names will be recorded or attached to data. The results will be made available for group analysis only, under firm confidentiality in partnership with the University of Washington.

Administration.  The survey will be administered online and can be taken at any time. The survey link and personalized feedback will be accessible to your student until June 30, 2015.   The survey will take 15-20 minutes to complete.

Potential Risks.  There are no known risks of physical harm to your child.  The risks of psychological or social harm are very small.  None have been reported in several years of survey administration.
