Letter Writing Campaigm Key points for letters \

1. Our TIF dollars built the New Jonesver $100 million of our
area tax dollars was spent buying the Mission Property and
building the New Jones but as of now no area students are
guaranteed access

2. We have no viable neighborhood optigrwWendell Phillips
Academy, a Tier Three underperforming and school in
turnaround located at 244 Pershing is our neighborhood high
school. This school has test scores of less than 12% of students
meeting state standards and a graduation rate of less than 40%.

3. Selective enroliment schools are getting more and more difficulf
to qualify for, especially for Tier 4 areas such as ours

4. Quality neighborhood public schools are a key factor for
property values and neighborhood stability

5. Why spend $10 million to demolish a school that could be
\revitalized and saved for $20 million /
