Koreans & Chinese - Growing Together!
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About one million Chinese people now live in Korea. It is unknown how many are Catholic,
but the Marianists in Korea wanted to be certain that the celebration of Mass would be available
to them in their language. A few years ago, they looked for a Chapel which served Mass in
Chinese near Seoul, but couldn’t find one that offered the entire Mass in Chinese. So, the Seoul
Marianist Lay Communities and SMs agreed to hold a full Chinese Mass at the Marianist Center
on the 3" Sunday of every month.

Fr. Peter Lee (a Chinese priest who lived in the Korean SM house) presides at the Mass. 15-
25 Chinese have joined, and most were university students. Some are Catholic and some are not.
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After Mass, they usually study Catholic doctrine and have lunch served by the MLCs. They
also learn about the Marianist Charism and Spirituality. The Korean MLCs console the homesick
students and become a resource for them. In June 2015, two young Chinese men were baptized.
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Although there is freedom of religion in China, the Chinese government strictly prohibits
foreigners from missionary activities. Therefore, religious groups, including Catholics, are
seeking for an opportunity to do missions by doing a lot of work for charities. Marianists in
Korea and Japan will have an advantage if China opens the door to missions someday. If the
Chinese return to their country having a special bond with Korean Marianists, they will be sure
to help grow Marianist community in China in the future.
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
