Race Shirts: All pre-registered participants will receive a

short sleeved technical T-shirt (both adult and youth sizes).

Timing & Results: CHIP TIMING! Course clocks will be

located at each mile. Race Results will be posted on race day

at the finish line and online at www.Got2Run.org.

Safety:
• For safety reasons, pets, roller blades, skateboards, and

bicycles of any kind will not be allowed in either race. 

• Strollers will be allowed, but must start behind the runners.

Children, parents, teachers, school administrators, and
the general public are all encouraged to participate. The
event is promoted to over 200 public and private schools
serving over 120,000 northwest-suburban children.
Event proceeds of at least $10.00 per participant will
be distributed back to the schools or school district
education foundations to fund activities that
encourage wellness. Over $50,000 has been raised for
schools since the inaugural race in 2012.

†Wheelchair Pusher (Untimed) receives a t-shirt and an untimed bib, but is not eligible to select a school for funds distribution. Wheelchair
Rider (Assisted) signs up as Student or Adult, receives a timed bib, and will be placed in Wheelchair Rider division of the 2.62 race.
Unassisted Wheelchair participants sign up as Student or Adult, receive a timed bib, and select 2.62 Wheelchair event.
