This is all so much a 
part of the Jewish people; a part that is perhaps not always seen by the world’s other  
peoples. 
 

While listening to Rabbi Dan speak, I found myself enthralled by the way he voiced all the 
many questions that were going through my mind as he continued.  The Jewish people 
are people who are always asking questions, and demanding answers.  I guess that is 
what made me so excited and wanting to know more and more. 
 

For all those who attended, we were deeply blessed and for sure came away with a 
reason and a sense of urgency to understand our own Christian beliefs in a deeper and 
more meaningful way.  The Jewish people set aside Saturdays as a day of study, can we 
as Christians learn a lesson?
