■	 Lead Coaches must be 18 years or older.
■	 Guides teams of two to six children, 6-9 years 

old, through the season (assisting with research 
and team management). 

■	 Facilitates discussion.
■	 Helps children problem solve along the way. 
■	 Organizes weekly meetings for 1-2 hours once 

or twice a week for 6-8 weeks.
■	 Follows the Challenge directions.

Junior FIRST® LEGO® League (Jr.FLL®) is designed for children ages 6-9 
years old, and features a real-world scientific concept to be explored through 
research, teamwork, construction and imagination. Guided by Coaches, teams 
use LEGO elements to build a model that moves, experience the engineering 
design process, and develop a Show Me poster to illustrate their journey.
