Remembering Lucy Hampton Bostick

Presented since 1978, this award honors
the memory of Lucy Hampton Bostick,
long time head librarian in Richland
County, who is credited with fostering in-
terest in Southern literature and history,
improving cultural life in Columbia and
promoting library appreciation through-
out the state. Bostick was the director
of the Richland County Public Library
from 1928-1968. During her tenure, the
library saw tremendous growth and de-
velopment. She inaugurated a book-
mobile service that extended library
privileges to every community in the
county and introduced the circulation of classical music recordings.
Her encouragement of reading and interest in books extended
throughout the state. She served as president of the South Carolina
Librarians and was responsible for statewide legislation to make
literature available free to citizens of South Carolina.
