Proceeds from the shoe sales are used to feed, clothe and house their families. One budding
entrepreneur in Haiti even earned enough to send her son to law school.

“We are excited about our shoe drive," said Elizabeth Goff, ACHS Link Crew Coordinator. "We know that
most people have extra shoes in their closets they would like to donate to us and help those less
fortunate become self-sufficient. “It’s a win-win for everyone,” added Lindsey Lofas, an ACHS Link Crew
Leader.

By donating shoes to ACHS Link Crew, the shoes will be given a second chance and make a difference in
people’s lives.
