Dear Exhibitor:

It's time to reserve your booth space in the Village Building. Please download a copy of our contract,
please sign, make a copy for your records and return with payment in full with your check payable to
Coosa Valley Fair Association. Space will not be reserved until payment and contract are received.
Space will be assigned on a first come basis, and a diagram will be posted in the Village Building the
weekend before the fair and it can also be emailed upon request.

The fair dates are October 6 - 10. The Village Building hours will be nightly from 5 pm until 10 pm, and
Saturday from 10 am until 10 pm. Please consult our Village Building newsletter and exhibitor contract
for details. It is important that you be present when the Village Building is open to fairgoers; even though
the Coosa Valley Fair Association will provide minimal security, we cannot watch your booth when the
doors are open and therefore cannot be responsible for the contents.

Set-up days are Saturday and Sunday, Oct. 3-4, from 12pm-5pm, and Monday, Oct 5, from 12pm-
4pm. The building will be locked outside these times, so you must get in touch with US to make other
arrangements. We will try to accommodate you if possible. If you need to drop off merchandise to your
booth during the fair days, it must be done by noon. No vehicles will be allowed after that time. It is also
strongly suggested that on opening day, you be on the fairgrounds by 4pm so that you can be present
when the Village Building opens and not stuck in the long line of traffic. Exhibitor take down is Sunday,
October 5" 12pm-4pm.

You will receive a set number of Exhibitor Passes per day (Tues-Sat) that will be taken up at the gate. If
you need additional passes, they may be purchased at a cost of $5 each. These are for workers only and
the gate workers will not accept passes from children to get into the fair. You are strongly
encouraged to consider a door prize drawing at your booth. This additional activity will be promoted in
hopes of bringing even larger crowds to the Village Building. We hope you enjoy your week at the Coosa
Valley Fair this year.
