I  tõs the sort of email priests dread receiving.  Youõve said or 

done something that offended or  
disappointed someone. They want you 
to know about it.  
 I encountered such an email when I 
came into work on Tuesday.   
 At last weekendõs Masses, there was 
an appeal for volunteers to help with 
todayõs parish picnic.  After the  
announcement, I quipped that such 
help could be construed as a way to 
òtake up your cross,ó as Jesus  
described in last Sundayõs gospel  
(Mark 8:32).   
 The person wrote they were  
disappointed: òIt paints the service 
someone would be willing to give in a 
negative light and sends a message to 
those who have put in a considerable 
amount of time planning to make the 
picnic possible that their work isnõt 
important.ó 
 I took this parishionerõs remark  
seriously. Most people donõt take the 
time to offer feedback in a thoughtful, 
constructive manner.  
   The personõs email continued: òI 
wouldnõt want any of the other ways 
people offer their time at the parish, 
whether it be in bringing communion to 
the sick, or as a catechist, or helping 
with funeral luncheons, or any of our 
other ministries or offerings to be  
referred to as a way to carry their cross.  
 òIf they do feel like their  
participation in a ministry is their cross 
to bear, that needs to be explored and 
changed.ó 
 

I   can so relate to what the      

person said. But ñas I told this 

individual before writing this columnñI 
seek a more glorious interpretation of 
bearing Christõs cross. 
 For years, I construed Jesusõ  
command to òtake up your crossó as a 
negative thing.  (I can still feel that way 

on bad days.) Now I try to view cross 
bearing as beautiful.  
 As I explained in last weekõs homily, 
taking up your cross does not refer to 
coping with the pain and frustration 
every human suffers. Rather, taking up 
the cross describes the Christian  
practice of responding to such pain with 
faith. Taking up the cross means that 
my life is not based on what I love to do, 
but rather on whom I love, and with 
whom I am connected.   
 Carrying the cross is a difficult  
balancing act. Parents and spouses 
know this better than anyone.  
 So, to say people are òcarrying the 
crossó at a parish picnic means they 
have chosen to spend an afternoon with 
their churchñrather than someplace 
else, such as the beachñbecause they 
know the success of an event requires a 
good body of people, and they want to 
meet them and help.  
 Such a cross can be as light as cotton 
candy and popcorn. 
  
Speaking of Carrying the Cross:  

Today is Catechetical Sunday. The 

word òcatechesisó is a Greek word that 
means òto echo.ó  At all Masses we 
bless and honor those men and women 
of all ages who echo Godõs living word 
by serving in our parish formation  
programs. We are also recognizing the 
commitments of our fellow parishioners 
who serve on our leadership  
commissions and councils.  
 The work of a catechist or parish 
leadership representative can be very 
rewarding. It can also be a challenge to 
teach a group of fourth graders on a 
sunny Wednesday afternoon, or attend a 
parish meeting after a long day. 
 Whatever your crossõs weight, may it 
strengthen your friendship with Jesus 
Christ.  May your cross become like a 
mirror, reflecting your deepest self and 
the talents youõve been given.
