In addition to meals, the 
WAPI, shown at right by our Haitian  
teacher Raymonde Joseph, can be used  
to pasteurize liquids like milk and water.  
Using the simple technology of melted 
soy wax, a WAPI indicates when liquids  
are hot enough to kill pathogens, thus  
helping women protect their families  
from dysentery, fever, cholera and more. 

Training New Solar Cooks! 
  

Solar Oven Partners’ two-day training seminars introduce  
traditional cooks to the new concept of solar cooking;   
teach them how to adjust their  
recipes from cooking over smoky  
charcoal to using the free clean  
energy of the sun; and give them  
hands-on training in the process.   
Classes also address the long-term  
damage of deforestation, so our  
cooks gain an education on the  
importance of reducing wood and  
charcoal use for environmental, 
as well as, health reasons. 

 The 4-qt pots are perfect 
for rice and beans, soups, 
stews, fish, pasta, meats 
and even bread.  An oven 
with three roasters can 
feed a family or extended 
family of 10-12 people! 

New solar cooks are making the 
meals their families love plus  
baking new recipes like fruit cakes, 
muffins or ponmkèt, cookies, French 
bread and more.  Some resourceful 
women have started selling baked 
goods from their ovens at the  
market to augment their families’ 
income.  The extra money allows 
them to purchase more food for 
their meals or to send a child to 
school!
