The ticket price is $95 and is on sale in the AAC and on the school webstore through May 6th.  No guests are permitted and there are no late sales or refunds.

The Senior Brunch is on Monday, June 6th from 9:00am (Check-in starts at 8:30) to 12:30pm and will be at the WESTLAKE HYATT in Westlake Village, CA. Students are permitted to drive themselves to the brunch. The Senior Picnic will be held on Tuesday, June 7th from 9:00am to 2:00pm. Senior Graduation 

The Graduation Ceremony is Thursday, June 9th at 7:00pm in the Agoura High School Charger Stadium.  Graduates are to arrive at 5:30pm and meet in the Gym to prepare for the processional.  Mandatory rehearsal in the gym will be on Wednesday, June 8th at 7:50am and will last approximately three hours. Please be sure to bring sunscreen.  Any student who is not present for the entire rehearsal will not be allowed to participate in the Graduation Ceremony.
Each graduating senior who completes their College Information and Senior Exit Survey in Naviance by Friday, May 13th will receive four free tickets to the Graduation Ceremony. Additional tickets may be purchased for $20 each on the school webstore and at the AAC through May 6th.  All tickets will be distributed at the graduation rehearsal.  Remember, you must also have completed the graduation requirement of 15 Service Learning hours (per year) by May 6th.
College Banners are now available for purchase.  A professionally printed banner featuring your child’s name and college they plan to attend will be hung on the fencing of the stadium proudly for everyone to see. Appropriate dress is required under the cap and gown; no altering or decorating of the cap or gown is permitted.    Since graduation is a formal ceremony, students are not to wear shorts, cut-offs, tennis shoes, sandals, or any other informal type clothing under the gown or on their feet.  No flower leis are to be worn.    Boys:  Suits or slacks and dress shirt, and dress shoes (jacket optional).  Girls:  Dress, dressy skirt or pants and blouse, dressy pants suit and dress shoes.  Students who choose not to follow these guidelines will not be allowed to participate in the ceremony. Diplomas will be distributed from the stadium snack bar following the ceremony or may be picked up in the Counseling Office before June 30th or after September 14th.  Students must present a picture I.D.  Diplomas are not mailed and will be destroyed if not picked up in person within a year of graduation.

Senior Academics

Seniors will take final exams on Thursday, June 2nd and Friday, June 3rd in order to have time to participate in the activities planned the week of graduation.  Senior Awards will be held Tuesday, May 31st, at 6:00pm in the PAEC.  Senior scholastic and recognition awards will be presented at this time. Honorees will be notified by mail.  College awards and scholarships are mentioned at the discretion of the administration.

Students needing a final high school transcript for college admission, NCAA or any other purpose must submit a written request to the Registrar in the Counseling Office by June 3rd.   The cost is $5.00 per transcript. Please be sure and get the request in on time; the Counseling Office is closed after June 30th.  
Senior Rules and Regulations

Seniors are reminded that all debts owed to the school for lost Library books, textbooks, Library fines, debts owed to the AAC, lost uniforms or equipment, etc., must be paid and/or all obligations cleared by Friday, May 27th. Seniors WILL NOT be able to attend activities and WILL NOT receive their cap and gown at rehearsal or diplomas at the Graduation Ceremony unless all obligations have been met.
All seniors signed a Senior Contract at the beginning of the year. Detention/Discipline hours must be cleared before the student may participate in any Senior activity or pick up their diploma.  Hours must be made up prior to the ticket purchase deadline date. 
If any senior causes a disruption to the Graduation Ceremony, his/her diploma will be held until 40 hours of community service are completed. Seniors are expected to display appropriate behavior at all times, especially at the Senior Awards Night, Senior Prom, Senior Brunch/Picnic and the Graduation Ceremony.  Any deviation from appropriate behavior may result in the student being removed from the activity and/or Graduation Ceremony.  Additionally, the diploma may be withheld in accordance with the Las Virgenes Unified School District policy stating that a student must display “good character and citizenship” to qualify for a diploma.  The granting of the diploma and the privilege of participation in the Graduation Ceremony or school activities may be withheld by the Principal for sufficient cause.  
Regular attendance throughout the school year is expected from all students.  There is NO “DITCH DAY” or other organized non-attendance day for Seniors. In the event that the Senior Class has 25% or more of their class absent on any school day, without authorization by the school, a Senior activity will be taken away.  All students checking out of school before 11:00am will be counted in the 25%. 
Furthermore, parents should be aware that Agoura High School DOES NOT sponsor a “Senior Trip” or “Cruise” for students.  These trips are organized by parents and/or students and are in no way considered a school-sponsored or district-sponsored activity.  Agoura High School does not maintain or distribute information on these trips.
