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How to use:

HSCI Paper Dolls

Inclusion

These paper dolls can be used during classroom activities to teach children about feelings and
emotions. The dolls can be laminated and the faces may be interchanged by using hook and
loop tape. The color dolls may be used during circle time to illustrate how a character from a
storybook might feel, or when two children have an interpersonal conflict. During these times,
you might ask questions such as: “How did you feel when Michael said no?” or “How do you
think Bella felt when you ran away?” The children can select the feeling face that represents
how they or a character felt during and after a conflict. The black and white paper dolls may be
cut out and decorated by the children to represent themselves.
