Uber (car service): www.uber.com/cities/boston - For the smartphone savvy, Uber is an on-demand
car service that allows you to request private drivers through applications for iPhone, Android, and
Blackberry devices. The service utilizes dispatch software to send the nearest licensed professional
driver to your location. To use Uber, you will first need to download the app, sign up for an account,
which requires a credit card on file. Select your vehicle type and corresponding rate. Payments and
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tips are handled automatically for each ride; you can adjust tip settings by logging into your Uber
account. Cancel within 2 minutes of sending your request in order to avoid a $10 cancellation fee.

Public Transit From Logan Airport: Board the free Massport shuttle buses (Routes Nos. 22, 33, or 55
to “MBTA Blue Line”) outside your terminal. The Massport shuttle buses, which have extra storage
space for luggage, will drop you off directly in front of Airport Station where you can purchase your
CharlieTicket at the ticket machines inside the station's lobby. Insert your CharlieTicket in the
turnstyle to access the station platform.

From Logan Airport to EDC: By public transportation, the total travel time is approximately 1 hour, 15
minutes. Take the Silver Line bus towards South Station (14 min, or 5 stops). At South Station,
transfer to the Red Line train towards Alewife (10 min, or 5 stops). Arrive at Central Square Station
and exit to street level. Walk southwest one block to the bus station at Green St @ Magazine St,
heading away from Massachusetts Avenue, and passing Cambridge Savings Bank on your left. Take
the #70A bus towards North Waltham, via Watertown and Trapelo Rd (28 min, or 41 stops). Get off at
the Main St opposite Willow St stop. Head west to cross over Main St and walk down Willow St (0.4
mile). Turn left onto Foundry Ave, and the main entrance to EDC headquarters will be on your right.
The front desk receptionist will help guide you to the Main Conference Room.
