The Anchor Ranch, located one
mile south of town, offers level terrain with lower cover,
ideal for those hunters who have some difficulty walking
and especially well-suited for training young,
inexperienced dogs.

Kemp Ranch, located three miles south of town in the
Alabama Hills, offers more challenging terrain and is the
location of our Clubhouse.

Both of these ranches welcome our hunters, recognizing
the importance of good relations between ranching, the
community and sportsman.

We are normally open three days a week, Friday
through Sunday. However, we will open any day of the
week for groups of six or more, who can then enjoy the
exclusive use of the entire club.
