
 

Mosquitoes 
 

As concerns about the ZIKA VIRUS grow, we’d like to take the  
opportunity to make you aware of what Sun ‘n Lake does to help control 
our mosquito population in the District. Summer is always a wet time in 
our area and any standing water is prime breeding grounds for  
mosquitoes. While the District has a few nifty methodologies for  
managing mosquito populations, our best asset is you.  So how can you 
help?  First, make  certain that any containers that may hold water either 
have holes drilled in the bottom to release any water that may  
accumulate, remove them from areas where they may capture rain or  
irrigation water, or flip them over.  Second, and unfortunately, you are 
one of the mosquito’s primary targets so we need to hear from you when 
they are bad in your area. While we send our human guinea pigs out to 
perform landing rate counts, we only perform those on weekly rotations 
and cannot necessarily identify individual areas of  concern.  Finally, if 
you have a ditch or  depression with stagnant water, let us know and we 
will come and treat the area for mosquito larvae. If you walk into your 
yard and are inundated with mosquito bites, please let us know.   
However, if you spend 30 minutes outside watching a beautiful sunset 
and only get bit once, we’re probably doing a pretty good job!
