Williamsburg Academic Requirements

A student will become ineligible for the 7th Grade Williamsburg field trip if he/she is failing any core subject (Reading, Math, Science, Social Studies, English, and World Languages) with less than an average of 60% for the year.  Students failing or in danger of failing a core subject for the year and their parents will be notified no later than April 15th, 2016 and the student will meet with the guidance counselor and teacher to discuss the situation.


The student will again be notified by May 6th of the status of their grades and the student will have the subsequent three weeks, May 9th -27th, to raise their grade(s) to passing.  During this time the teacher will be in contact with the parents of any student who has a failing grade.  This ensures that all parties are aware of any updates to their eligibility status.  If the student is unable to raise the failing grade(s) to passing, with an average above 60%, by Friday, May 27th they will be ineligible for the trip regardless of academic performance subsequent to the deadline.
