ELECTION DAY - TUESDAY, JUNE 7, 2016
Tuesday, May 10th-  Grades 5, 6, 7  go to the Large Gym during activity period to hear current student council members talk about the positions available.  Interested students obtain petition. 
Friday,May 20th-  Students interested in running for a position must turn in completed  petitions to Mrs. Tyrell  into Room 234 NO LATER than 5/20 at 8 am.

Friday,May 20th -  All candidates are permitted to submit ONE campaign poster (maximum size 22” x 28”).  All campaign posters will be hung during elections around the school. They are due to Mrs. Tyrell NO LATER than 5/20 at 

8 am.  

Thursday, May 26th – All candidates are permitted to give a 30 second speech 

(it can be shorter!) in front of their grade level.  Seventh graders who are running for President of the school will give their speech to all grade levels.  They will also be expected to give a very brief speech on the morning announcements before elections.  

Tuesday, June 7th – Elections held during homeroom. Homeroom FOR ALL GRADES will be extended 5 minutes on Election Day so that students in grades 5, 6, and 7 will have time to vote for the candidates of their choice.  After your homeroom has voted, HR rep must deliver ballots to room 234.   Winners will be announced as soon as Student Council members have tallied the results.

*** NOTHING can be passed out to students by candidates as part of their campaign. This includes stickers, candy, pencils, etc.   Candidates who are found doing this will be removed from the ballot. 
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
