If a Ph.D. were necessary
to lay hold of scriptural truth, the vast majority would be left out!” Indeed, after 45 years of Spirit-
honored ministry here and abroad, we have yet to be accepted as one of the major players on the
discipleship/counseling scene!

Since | was not taken seriously by presenting such a simple answer to those with major problems,
it is likely that the same evaluation will be leveled as | intend to present the same simple answer
to entire churches for revival, as witness the remainder of this small book! However, | will continue
to follow God'’s leading and trust Him to convince the naysayers as He is wont to do!

After half a lifetime of experience, | can confidently avow that revival is ours for the asking, as
we deny ourselves and take up the cross (Luke 9:23) and experience resurrection life. However,
most are rather attached to their lives and are accustomed to living them—even living for the
Lord! So, the Comforter must discomfort the comfortable, while comforting the uncomfortable
(2 Cor. 1:3-4)!
