Judging and Evaluation:
A panel of judges will be evaluating all applications and essays. This panel may be comprised of
HWIL members, leaders of the community, educators and/or others committed to the success of

students.

. 60% Essay on the topic of “The Importance of Education and of Celebrating Hispanic
Heritage.”

. 10% Provide two letters of recommendation,

. 10% Provide current transcript in high school or college/university/ vocational/technical
school within the state of Texas

. 20% Community service, acts of leadership

. Certification by Applicant, Authorization for Verification and Hold Harmless Agreement

. Be sure that the materials are postmarked by Friday, May 29, 2015 or earlier. Late
submissions will not be considered.
