Destination Imagination (DI) is a small group, creative problem solving, after school activity that invites student teams from all over the world to solve challenges. DI promotes teamwork, critical thinking, project management, STEM and performing arts. Teams of up to 7 children solve 2 types of challenges through the year. 

1) A Central Challenge: involving a technical, structural or theatrical oriented problem taking months to solve. 

2) Instant Challenges: stimulating their ability to think quickly and creatively with only minutes to prepare. 

In February, teams present their solutions at a regional tournament held in Dublin. 
Destination Imagination is a parent volunteer program. Teams need parent volunteers called "Team Managers" to facilitate the groups of up to 7 students. Free training is provided.  Groups meet with their "Team Manager/s" for an hour a week from October to February. The specific time, day & place is negotiated between the participants of each group.
