As one of its national projects, the TOS Canada has
sponsored students at GLC since 2004, each year
paying the tuition for two students, Jubilee Taguinod
and Clyde Lamina. In 2007 an additional donation
was made for library books, and since 2008 Canada
has contributed annually to the Kern Foundation
Matching Grant to assist GLC. Most recently, a
special donation was made in 2015 by the TOS
Canada to help pay for the opening of new
classrooms for the incoming Senior High School.
