This person will work with local
community organizations who host events in the Children’s Area, will book entertainers, will assist with the recruitment
of volunteers, and be present to assist with set-up and to assure that everything runs smoothly.

VOLUNTEER COORDINATOR: The Festival on the Bay Volunteer Coordinator recruits an army of volunteers who give
