And where it rolls, the first flood is interrupted
and made to bow. Its supremely powerful force is so unbelievably beautiful that
those who get swept away by its power will not be paralyzed by the dark flood
that tries to discourage and distract!

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changes. And I, for one, am alarmed. Are we, His children, really ready for this
assignment to live in a post-Christian America?

That is why I decided to write this book. My family and I needed some clear,
down-to-earth help, and I figured you and your family and friends did too.
Surely you know what I am talking about.

Daily the dark flood overwhelms our senses, mocking us as if it cannot be

stopped. Our internet feed screams odd incongruences:

Do not check that box male or female on Facebook just yet. There are
now fifty-eight gender options listed for you to choose.!

I am all for women’s rights. I am also for the free practice of Islamic

law too.?

Selling baby body parts that have been dismembered in an abortion is
not barbaric. It is actually humane, you know??

No problem. Whichever gender you feel you are today, let us know, and

you can go to that assigned gender’s bathroom.*

It’s just natural. I am a Christian, and I am gay. The Bible doesn’t ever
say that is a problem.>

People who oppose homosexuality are bigoted haters! Throw them into

jail for discrimination ... or better yet, just bomb their houses.®

Capitalism is enslaving the world. We need to get those big businesses

And we wonder to ourselves: Am I somehow in the middle of a new sci-fi
movie where the whole world has taken a crazy pill? Does anyone else notice
those ideas mentioned above are conflicting and make no sense? But then we
look around, and we whisper, what is God’s plan in the middle of this dark flood
mess?
And He answers by pouring out His own flood.
Some would propose that all hope for America is gone. We are post-Christian

And I am not sure if
anyone else really knows for sure either.

So I figure we can all become paralyzed analyzing that question. Or we can

rephrase the question to one that seems more fruitful to the issues at hand:

Lord, the dark flood is obvious.
But we need Your wisdom in this hour...
What should Your children do now?

Isn't that the bottom line question in our hearts?

I am grateful for all the highly trained apologists and theologians who can
wax eloquent, explaining all of the complex problems of our day. We need them
like never before. But, quite frankly, many of us have not prepared ourselves as
we know we should. In this book we will explore simple yet profound principles
of truth that will equip us, our family, our friends, our small groups, and our
churches in this critical hour.
