Instructions:

(The Holy Family)

3. Artwork must fit in the rectangle printed on this page, vertically. Anything drawn

outside of the border will be cropped out.

4. Acceptable media include pen and ink or fine point black markers. The printed
pictures will be in black and white.

5. Drawings done solely with regular pencil are discouraged, as they do not show up
very well when printed. Drawings completed on construction paper copy better
than those on printer paper.

6. Artwork must be done completely by the students and must be original. No tracing,
please!

7. Entry form below must be filled out and signed by a parent/guardian, granting
permission to print and use the artwork.

8. All entries must be received by the school’s Development Office by Friday, August
19th, 2016. Please do not fold, crumple or otherwise damage your entry!
