About the Area

Tampa is the hub of one of the largest 

metropolitan regions in the Southeast, 

with a population of over 2.75 million 

living and working within the counties of 

Hillsborough, Pinellas, Pasco and Hernando. 

Located midway down the Gulf coast of 

the Florida peninsula, Tampa welcomed 

almost 14.5 million visitors in 2012 and is 

one of the nation’s largest media markets.  

For both individuals and companies alike, 

Tampa offers accessibility, affordability and 

opportunity. 

Over the last three decades, the Tampa 

Bay region has quickly accelerated its growth 

to become a true mega-region that boasts 

an enviable quality of life with year-round 

sunshine, a unique cultural heritage and a 

diverse business climate.  Tampa Bay serves 

as the western gateway to the Florida High 

Tech Corridor that stretches across the state 

through Orlando east to the Space Coast.

In the last century and a half Tampa has 

experienced rapid change. The community 

contained only a few hundred residents 

until the railroad reached Tampa in the 

late 1800s. Soon thereafter one of the city’s 

first industries, cigar making, was born 

when the Tampa Board of Trade invited 

cigar manufacturers to move their factories 

from Key West. The industry grew rapidly, 

stimulating the city’s economic development 

and signaling that Tampa’s days as a sleepy 

village were over. In the peak year of 1929, 

more than 500 million cigars were hand-

rolled in the city.  

Other historical Tampa milestones 

include the establishment of MacDill Air 

Force Base in 1941, which has become a 

vital part of America’s defense and an 

important location for training those that 

keep our country safe. As an Air Mobility 

Command base, it is capable of rapidly 

providing air-refueling power anywhere in 

the world. The base is currently the home 

of the 6th Air Mobility Wing, 927th Air 

Refueling Wing, U.S. Central Command, 

U.S. Special Operations Command, the Joint 

Communications Support Element, and 

more than 51 other tenant units.

Higher education arrived in 1933 with the 

establishment of the University of Tampa 

and again in 1956, when the main campus of 

the University of South Florida was founded 

to address the needs of a rapidly-emerging 

urban region. Tampa International Airport 

opened its first terminal in 1971.  The airport’s 

basic design, separate airside and landside 

functions connected by “people movers”, 

helps make it one of the most highly rated, 

top traveler-friendly airports in the world.

Tampa boasts a multilingual, 

highly-trained workforce 

supported by outstanding 

educational institutions. With 

a low cost of living, no state 

income tax and affordable 

housing, health care and 

groceries, there’s no shortage 

of people who want to live and 

work here

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ETampa’s transportation network continues 

to grow, providing greater mobility for area 

residents.  The I-4/I-275 interstate system 

has undergone a massive upgrade and lane 

widening. New interchanges and connecting 

roadways around Tampa International 

Airport are complete, providing easy access 

from all directions. 

Combine a perfect climate and some 

of the nation’s most popular attractions, 

and it’s easy to understand why the Tampa 

Bay area is a favorite tourist destination. 

Residents enjoy this outstanding quality of 

life all year round.  Tampa boasts a vibrant 

arts community alive with contemporary 

and classical art.  The area has two of the 

newest museums in Florida – the Tampa 

Museum of Art along the Hillsborough River 

in downtown Tampa and the Salvador Dali 

Museum along the picturesque waterfront in 

St. Petersburg, double the size of the former 

museum. 

The community has a deep respect for 

its unique cultural heritage, as seen through 

the commitment to both preservation and 

celebration.  The Gasparilla Parade – a pirate 

invasion celebration of the spirit of adventure 

of the legendary pirate Jose Gaspar – has 

taken place for more than a century and has 

become Tampa’s signature annual event.  

The Tampa Bay area has earned its 

reputation as a “major league” destination.  

The region is home to three professional 

sports teams – the Tampa Bay Buccaneers, 

the Tampa Bay Lightning and the Tampa 

Bay Rays.  The region has hosted four 

Super Bowls, a Stanley Cup Final, the World 

Series, and the NCAA Final Four for both 

basketball and hockey.  Its major league 

status also applies to Tampa’s growing brand 

as a visitor and hospitality destination. New 

hotels, museums, attractions, and waterfront 

developments – not to mention the Tampa 

area’s proximity to some of the world’s best 

beaches – attract millions of leisure and 

business travelers to the Tampa Convention 

Center and other venues. Downtown Tampa 

played host to one of the nation’s largest 

political gatherings, the Republican National 

Convention in August 2012.

As the economy is regaining steam, the 

region is focused on additional job creation, 

particularly in industry clusters such as 

biotechnology and life sciences, advanced 

manufacturing, aviation and aerospace, 

cyber security, maritime industries, and 

financial services. The region features 

a highly developed infrastructure with 

a network of road, air, water and rail 

transportation.
