East End Arts invites professional artists and craftspeople to submit photos of their work for consideration for the fine 

arts and crafts sale held on grounds of East End Arts (133 E. Main Street) during Alive on 25. All exhibiting artists must 
have a demonstration component, meaning a painter might set up his/her easel; a potter might work on a clay 

piece; etc. 
 

Artists and artisans may reserve a 10’ x 10’ space for $200 for EEA members or $275 for non-members, which covers all 

four weeks and the rain date (September 1, 2016). Registration fee must be paid in full at the time of registration. 

(Membership with East End Arts is an annual program and provides discounts and special offers throughout the year. 

Please visit eastendarts.org for more information on membership.) 
 

Artists will set up on the grounds of East End Arts on the dates listed above. Display setup, which begins at 3:00 PM, 

and removing the artwork (no earlier than 8:30 PM), is the responsibility of the artists. Artist must provide all equipment 

including pop-up tents, tables and chairs. All sales transactions are between the artist and purchaser and the artists 

are responsible for sales-tax permits. There are no commissions taken by East End Arts on sales of artwork and crafts.  
 

 

Please submit application and photos of your work to East End Arts or via email to events@eastendarts.org with 

subject “Alive on 25”. Artists previously accepted for Community Mosaic exhibits are not required to submit work 

samples. Payment will not be processed and will be returned in full if your work is not accepted for participation.
