Well what a fabulous line up of tutors and courses for 2016. Some favourites will be taking a year out to focus on producing new work, but others will be joining us at Moor Hall, bringing with them some very exciting new creative learning opportunities.

Students that have been here know that they come to the very best of courses and therefore keep returning. So, who will be joining me this year to tempt you back? I will be welcoming for the first time, Alice Fox, Alicia Merrett and Amanda Clayton. Amanda will be offering 5 weekend linked courses enabling students to develop their own individual work. A similar mentoring approach will also be adopted by Matthew Harris, who returns to offer two, 2 day linked courses. I will also be offering two, 3 day linked courses. These 3 courses address the needs that so many students are requesting, of mentoring opportunities for personal development. Another new venture, 'In the artists chair' will see us inviting a celebrated artist to chat about their work in an informal setting. I am also excited about welcoming Fred Mutebi, master printmaker from Uganda to Moor Hall, but more of that to come.
I have favourites returning such as Dorothy Tucker, Diane Bates, Judi Evans, Jan Miller, Ruth Issett and David Tress. Some courses will be back to back enabling students who travel from afar to come and have a longer creative experience. I did not cancel any courses in 2015, and I suspect that 2016 will be no different. I believe it is always important to keep courses running as many students must book travel and accommodation as well. However, I do advise on longer courses to get cover by taking out holiday insurance, should any problems occur. 

If you do not know this part of the country, South Shropshire is an Area of Outstanding Natural Beauty. Moor Hall Farmhouse is a 400 year old farmhouse of great historical interest, being the second hunting lodge from Clun Castle. The studio is light and well equipped, with facilities for making refreshments and gardens for exploring. The surrounding area is perfect for walking and cycling, drawing and photography.
DURATION OF SESSIONS ~ All sessions run from 10.00 to 4.00, although on longer courses students are welcome to stay in the studio and carry on working, use the library or relax in the gardens or even explore the surrounding area.

LUNCH BOX ~ Some courses may include a light lunch, details on booking. Scrummy lunchboxes can also be provided for those attending the 2 day courses or longer. I will remind you of these when you book. Pack lunches needed for day courses.

Take the A489 from Newtown. About 1 mile pass Kerry take B4368 on right towards Clun. Follow signs to Anchor and then Newcastle. About 3/4 mile before Newcastle, turn right sign-posted Bettws-y-Crwyn. Pass the farm on right and follow the lane, which turns sharply to the right and travel on up the hill. We are the 3rd house on the left past farm buildings. Look out for sign for ‘Moor Hall Studio’.
