5)	 Accepted work must be picked up at the end of the show on Monday, June 8, between 
      12 noon and 6pm.  If you cannot pick up your work, please appoint a proxy to do so.

6)	 If the work is sold the gallery receives 40% and you receive 60% of the price.
7)	 The price you assign is for the purpose of wall cards and sales and does not suggest the insurance value of the 

work.  We reserve the right, in case of a loss, to have our own independent appraisal of the value of the work.
8)	 Artists must frame, wire and present their work professionally. Work not ready to hang will be rejected. 
9)	 Liability: All reasonable care will be given to the work in our custody. The WAAM does have insurance in the case 

of loss or damage.
10)	Installation of the work shall be determined by the Exhibition Committee.  Due to the challenge and limitations of 

installing shows, individual requests for location and pedestals cannot be accommodated.  Sculptors and other 
3-D artists are welcome to bring their own pedestals as we have limited types.
