Commencement Information
1.  There will be a senior class meeting on Thursday, April 9, 2015, at 2:07 p.m., in the Auditorium.  (Faculty, wait for the students to be called to the Auditorium.)

2.  Senior Final Exams are June 1 and June 2, with makeup exams June 3, 2015. *(see detailed schedule on last page)
3. The last full day for seniors is Wednesday, June 3, 2015. *(see detailed schedule on last page)
4. All obligations (dues, class accounts, reports, detention, projects, science equipment, athletic equipment, misc. debts, etc.) due to the school should be properly cared for no later than Monday, June 1, 2015.

5. Last day to accept work from seniors will be May 29, 2015 at 3:00 p.m. – more details to follow.
6. Class members must be present and on time for commencement and rehearsals unless excused by the superintendent or principal.  Any member of the graduating class who fails to observe this requirement will not be permitted to participate in the commencement exercises.
7. The schedule is as follows:

gym on the bleachers no later than 8:30 am.  Seniors MUST be on time!
10:00 a.m. – picture of student receiving diploma (Cost $7.00) 

followed by class group picture in caps and gowns (Cost $13.00)

5:30 p.m. - report to cafeteria to prepare for commencement

6:30 p.m. - assemble in the gymnasium for outdoor ceremony

    - assemble in the atrium for indoor ceremony






6:45 p.m. - procession begins promptly

8:15 p.m. – Graduates report to the cafeteria to receive your diploma and other documents.  We hope to be able to mail report cards the week of June 22, 2015.

8. Following commencement rehearsals, Thursday, June 4, and Friday, June 5, students must leave school property immediately upon dismissal.  Members of the graduating class may NOT eat lunch in the school cafeteria.
9. Everyone is welcome - no tickets are required for admission for an outdoor ceremony.  However, in the event of inclement weather the exercises will be conducted in the gymnasium.  Because of limited seating, admission will be by ticket only for a ceremony in the gymnasium.  Each senior will be given four (4) tickets.  Those seniors not needing all four tickets for family and friends are encouraged to share them with classmates needing additional tickets.

10. A photographer will take 5 x 7 pictures of graduates at rehearsal Friday, June 5, “receiving their diplomas.”  Pictures may be purchased at a cost of $7.00.  No one will be permitted on the field to take pictures during the June 5 graduation ceremony.

11. General seating in the stadium may not be reserved.  We request that you not enter the stadium early to place markers or blankets to reserve seats.  Items placed to reserve seats will be removed.  Stadium gates will remain locked until 4:45 p.m.  

12. Lower bleachers are reserved for handicapped seating, and they are wheelchair accessible.  Family of the handicapped person may sit in the row(s) above.  If commencement is held in the gymnasium, a section of the gym floor will be reserved for handicapped individuals.  One member of the family may sit with the handicapped person. 

13. Both visitor and home bleachers will be available for guest seating.  Stadium entrance gates will be open (home and visitor bleacher entrance gates).  

14. No lawn chairs or other seating will be permitted on the field, gymnasium floor, or indoor or outdoor tracks.  Guests must use stadium or gymnasium seats. 

15. All cell phones and electronic devices must be turned off from the beginning of the processional through the recessional.

16.  A reminder for all attendees and seniors that smoking is not permitted on school grounds at any time.

Attire for the Commencement Exercise: 
In order to provide appropriate atmosphere and promote respect for the members of the graduating class and their guests, the following rules for attire will be observed by the Class of 2015: 

1. All seniors receiving a diploma must wear a cap and gown for commencement.

2. Women must wear a dress, skirt and blouse, dress pants and blouse, or pantsuit under their gown.    

3. Women must wear dress footwear, but are not required to wear heels.  Shower shoes, crocks and flip-flops are not permitted.

4. Women choosing to wear dress pants or a pantsuit must wear solid dark dress pants.  Jeans are not permitted.  

5. Men must wear a white dress shirt, a long tie, solid dark dress pants, dress shoes, and dress socks.  Jeans are not permitted.  

6. Caps shall be worn with the tassel on the right side.  When the class is formally declared as graduated, all tassels are transferred simultaneously to the left side. 

7. During the commencement program, men will remove their caps during the pledge and the national anthem.  Women should not remove their caps at any time.  

8. Caps/gowns/tassels are for the graduates to keep and should not be returned to the school.  

9. Those wearing flip-flops, athletic shoes, blue jeans, khakis, or other unacceptable attire will not be allowed to participate.  Appropriate formal attire is required; no exceptions!
Failure to comply with these rules may result in the prohibition of participation in the commencement exercises.
