We have been diving these waters for decades and can still tell stories of some of our most outstanding underwater experiences in the areas that The Juliet will be visiting.  There is no better diving, than off of a floating hotel with the wind, weather, and waters directing our course. The variety of dive sites offers just as much for the beginner as the seasoned diver.  Our adventure begins as we embark from Miami and cross the Devils’ Triangle for Bimini and waters south.  Each day brings plenty of activity as we visit our favorite sites and explore new ones.  It is not uncommon to have dolphins play around the boat as we head south and many times they stay around to play after we jump in with our mask & fins.  In addition to the fun of diving, we all enjoy the challenge of sailing on the occasional day we have July winds.  This sailboat with her four sails aloft is a sight to behold.
Divers will appreciate the well-positioned and convenient dive staging area, spacious gear storage boxes, and Enriched Air - Nitrox.  Due to the remote dive locations and the multi-day repetitive diving, we strongly suggest that all divers be certified to dive Nitrox.   Three to four dives are offered daily, weather conditions and itinerary permitting.  Of course we will also need to set aside time for snorkeling, sailing, relaxing, exploring, beachcombing, and stargazing.  
Each of the four Standard passenger cabins contain a sink, and share three heads and two showersl.  The two Deluxe additional cabins have their own private shower and head. The Juliet has a nice galley and salon area with dinner seating for everyone.  This means that we can be assured of the fun and adventure we seek with some comfort at sea as well.  Travelers will select their cabin of choice at the time of initial deposit.  Do not delay, this trip always sells out quickly, and after being out of service for around the world cruising, spaces will be in even greater demand than usual.
