Liban Haji Mohamed is a Somali-born, naturalized United States citizen. He has lived in 
the Northern Virginia suburbs of the Washington, D.C. area. Mohamed is traveling with his 
U.S. Passport No. 440140664 that expires May 20, 2018. The FBI is offering a reward of 
up to $50,000 for information leading to the arrest and conviction of Liban Haji Mohamed. 
“It is important for us to locate Mohamed because he has knowledge of the Washington, 
D.C., area’s infrastructure such as shopping areas, Metro, airports, and government  
buildings,” reported the Associated Press on January 30, 2015.

VIRGINIA CABBIE ON FBI’S MOST WANTED TERRORISTS LIST DETAINED IN SOMALIA

A Northern Virginia man who fled the United States more than two years ago and was recently 
placed on the FBI’s Most Wanted Terrorists list is in the custody of the Somali government, U.S. 
officials said.

Liban Haji Mohamed, 29, was detained shortly after prosecutors unsealed a warrant for his arrest 
and the FBI added him to the wanted list in late January. It is unclear how he was taken into cus-
tody or how soon he could be brought back to the United States.
