Heather Knies, pictured left with her husband, Joe, when 
they joined PVUMC in 2012, was interviewed by AZ 
Family in November 2014, following 29-year-old cancer 
patient Brittany Maynard's decision to "die with dignity" in 
Oregon. Heatherôs story is different, and gives hope to 
others. She commented, ñWhat I had was a glioblastoma 
multiforme Stage 4, as well. Yes, it is rare to beat it, but I am living proof it can be 
done and I'm not the only one who has survived the most deadly of diseases. The 
mind is a powerful thing and I chose to let God decide when it was my time and I 
thank Him everyday for my survival.ò  Come hear Heather tell her story at the 
next On the First Tuesday, February 3.

Pathways on the Patio Next Sunday Kicks Off Lenten Studies 

We kicked off our 2015 Pathways program last month, offering 
new classes to grow, deepen and live your faith in community 
with others at PVUMC. In February, we begin our church-wide 
Lenten study, also under the Pathways umbrella, using the 
book, The God We Can Know: Exploring the I AM Sayings of 
Jesus, by Rob Fuquay. The book costs $7. Look for a list of 
classes in next Sundayôs Looking Ahead bulletin insert, and 
stop by the tables on the patio outside of worship to buy a 
book and see who will be offering classes. We encourage 
everyone to deepen their faith by joining a Lenten study 
group, which meet weekly on nearly every day of the week.

Lent begins on Ash Wednesday, February 18, and we invite you to join us for 
worship that day. We offer a service in the chapel at 12 noon and another at 6:30 pm 
in the sanctuary. The Rev. Eve Williams will preach at both services, and we will 
offer the imposition of the ashes as well. The pastors also plan to offer ashes to 
caregivers who are dropping off their children at the preschool in the morning.
